NAMASTE.

It is an absolute pleasure to be here on this fine day, at the Headquarters of one of India’s

most famous and most respected law enforcement agencies.

While it is easy to be astonished by how much New Delhi and its infrastructure have

changed over the past few years, it is reassuring to see that some things never change.

I am talking about the absolute dedication and great skills of CBI officers.
Let me now take all of you on a short trip to the Southeastern shores of India.

More precisely, to MAHABALIPURAM, just South of Chennai. An area frequented by

scores of foreigners attracted to its sites dating back to the 7th century Pallava kingdom.

Back in 2007, among them you may have encountered the person in this picture. An

unassuming, 60 year old male.
But as law enforcement officers, you know well that appearances often betray us.

You are actually looking at a convicted American pedophile, running from justice using

fraudulent travel documents to travel across three continents.

Based on this information, at 4:00 pm local time on May 22, 2007, the subject was
arrested thanks to the issuance of an international wanted status notification — called

INTERPOL red notice — at the request of the United States.



What I just described is only one example of how INTERPOL works everyday to make

India, the rest of its 190 member countries, and their citizens safe.
As an international organization, we work everyday to connect police around the world.

Our vision is that of a future where every single police officer in our member countries
will be able in real time to access police information and to communicate with police

counterparts anywhere in the world, in order to act promptly to stop international crime.

To reach that vision, INTERPOL’s action is guided by four strategic priorities:

+ A secure global police communications network;

«  Assisting in the Identification of Crimes and Criminals;
+  24/7 Operational Support to police;

+ Capacity Building.

Let me now show you what the result of their implementation is, in the daily lives of

thousands of police officers globally.

In 2003, we launched our global secure communication network, 1-24/, bedoming the first

police organization in the world to rely on the internet to exchange intelligence.

Today, 1-24/7 connects all 190 member countries and is a powerful tool for the secure

and rapid exchange of information.

Yet to be relevant, we believe information must be shared as close as possible to the

frontlines.

That is why INTERPOL has worked with 122 member countries to extend 1-24/7 to as
many police officers as possible beyond their National Central Bureaus. In 2011 alone,

more than 20,000 users have been able to exchange 14 million messages.
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Notice. In 2011, INTERPOL published over 7,000 Red Notices.

Of these, more than 500 have been issued at the request of India, and more than 50 in

2011 alone.

Needless to say, the increased use of the Red Notice and diffusions has led to an increase

in arrests worldwide. ,

That example, a routine police action, perfectly demonstrates what possibly lies behind

each and every record in our databases.

This is particularly true when it comes to the exchange of information in connection with

terrorism investigations.

In just over 8 years, we have nearly multiplied by 5 the amount of information on

suspected or wanted terrorists, leading to significant arrests.
